¥ Assemble your unit on a carpeted floor or on the empty
carton to avoid scratching your unit or the floor.

¥ Push thirty-two HIDDEN CAMS (1F) into the ENDS (A and B),
TOP (D), BOTTOM (E), and SHELVES (F and G). Then, insert
the metal end of a CAM DOWEL (2F) into each HIDDEN
CAM, except the ENDS (A and B) and TOP (D).

¥ NOTE: Be sure the BRACKETS are even with the edges of
the ENDS and BOTTOM.

¥ Fasten the BASE (1) to the ENDS (A and B) and
BOTTOM (E). Use seven BLACK 9/16" LARGE
HEAD SCREWS (1S) through the METAL
BRACKETS and into the BASE.

¥ Fasten the FRONT MOLDING (M) to the TOP (D) and
MOLDINGS (N and Q). Use five BLACK 9/16" LARGE
HEAD SCREWS (1S) through the METAL BRACKET (4G)
and CORNER BRACKETS (31G) and into the
FRONT MOLDING.

NOTE: Be sure to tap NAILS into the holes that line up
over the UPRIGHT (C) and SHELVES (F and G).

Carefully stand your unit upright.

We recommend using the SAFETY BRACKET (1G) for added stability. Use a BLACK 9/16" LARGE HEAD SCREW (1S) into
the top of the unit and a BLACK 1-7/8" FLAT HEAD SCREW (2S) into a stud in your wall.

Push a CAM COVER (13P) onto each visible HIDDEN CAM.
Separate the CARDS on the CARD SHEET (38M) and insert into the CARD HOLDERS.
NOTE: Please read the back pages of the instruction booklet for important safety information.

This completes assembly. Clean with your favorite furniture polish or a damp cloth. Wipe dry.
